NEW BUILDING CONTROL (AMENDMENT) REGULATIONS 2009:

The Building Control Regulations have recently been updated via the release of the new “Building Control (Amendment) Regulations 2009”.
There are now significant additions to the Building Control Regulations.  These additions and implementation dates are summarised below:

1. 7 day notice




1st October 2009 

2. Revised Fire Safety Certificate


1st October 2009 

3. Regularisation Certificate


1st October 2009 

4. Disabled Access Certificate


1st January 2010 

5. Revised Disabled Access Certificate

1st January 2010

The main points to be noted for each are:

7 day notice:
· The 7 day notice must be submitted to the council 7 days before starting works.

· The applicant must sign a statutory declaration form.  This sets out that the applicant will comply fully with the Building Regulations, the Fire Safety Certificate and any associated conditions.

· Council submission fee is €5.80 /m2 of applicable area.

· The commencement notice system is still in effect where a fire safety certificate is granted.

· A commencement notice is NOT required where a 7 day notice has been submitted.
Revised Fire Safety Certificate:
· A revised fire safety certificate is required where significant revisions are made to the design of a building.  The works should not be commenced until the revised certificate is granted.  Where the works are commenced or completed the application should be in the form of a regularisation certificate application.
· Council Application Fee is €2.90 /m2 of applicable area.


Regularisation Certificate:
· A Regularisation fire safety application is required for works that have commenced or are completed in respect of the construction of a building.
· The applicant must sign a statutory declaration form.  This sets out that the applicant will comply with any conditions on the regularisation certificate.

· Council Application Fee is €11.60 /m2 of applicable area.

· The fire officer will be required to visit the premises before granting of a regularisation certificate.

· The applicant will have 4 months to comply with any conditions on the regularisation certificate.


Revised Disability Access Certificate:

· A revised disabled access certificate as of the 1st January 2010 is required where significant revisions are made to the design or works of a building.

· Council Application Fee is €800 per building.
